3. Select the xml data log file that has the data that you want to log.

B. In the Add Chart to Collection window, select the xml data file that defines your 
data logging selections (what you want to log). 

C. In the Add Chart to Collection window, click the Open button to add the values 
in the selected xml data file to the WebGPI-Log window.
